President Woodrow Wilson is said to
have dined here, and during Prohibition, the
home operated as a speakeasy. A raid by
federal agents even left bullet holes in the front
doora€”still visible today.

Equestrian and homesteading enthusiasts will
love the property's three-stall stable, three
paddocks, large fenced field, chicken coop,
kennel, and gazebo. The detached three-car
garagea€”built in 1992a4€"offers space for an
office or studio above, ideal for creative work,
guests, or remote office use. Whether you're
keeping horses, starting a hobby farm, or
envisioning a charming Bed & Breakfast, the
setting and flexibility of this estate offer
endless opportunity.

Outdoors, enjoy a peaceful creek winding
through the back of the property, a natural
spring in the lower field, and breathtaking
views of South Mountain from your deck.
